The Evangelical Lutheran Church in Tanzania (ELCT) was officially established in 1963 by the merger of seven churches and it is comprised of 24 Dioceses. The church has extensive and comprehensive programs organized under four main directorates: Mission and Evangelism, Finance & Administration, Planning and Development, Social work and women’s work. The later directorate is responsible for health care, education and functioning of institutions jointly run by all 24 Dioceses as common work.

Today, the ELCT health system consist of 24 hospitals and over 140 Health centers and Dispensaries that cater for health care to aver 15% of the Tanzanian population. The health services rendered by ELCT are organized under one program called Managed Health care Program (MHCP) and its services are provided according to the national policy and church commitments on healing Ministry. The Health Department’s role includes capacity building, facilitation, and advocacy for and on behalf of the existing Dioceses and Health institutions.

Several programs are implemented by ELCT in collaboration with local and international partners. ELCT has been a strategic partner in the implementation of the AIDS Relief program for HIV/AIDS control in Tanzania for several years now. The AIDSRelief ART program is working to build the capacity of local hospitals and faith based institutions to manage and provide quality HIV and Anti-retroviral therapy (ART) treatment services through its LEAD project and in this partnership ELCT work directly with an International organization called Inter-church Medical Aid (IMA-World health).

In the efforts to strengthen its capacity, the Health Department calls interested candidates to fill the following job post

· Directly answerable to the ELCT Health Director


JOB DESCRIPTION

· Oversee the implementation and monitoring of ART program in care and treatment clinics of ELCT health facilities and sites that are already providing the services

· Coordinate the provision of such services in all ELCT health facilities, subject to availability of resources

· Facilitate the formation of community support networks for support to PLHIV attending health facilities for HIV care and treatment services in ELCT project implementation sites and facilities

· Facilitate the proposal development and other forms of resource mobilization activities to support HIV/AIDS care and treatment efforts in ELCT health facilities

· To foster linkages with local and international partners to support the sustainability of HIV/AIDS care and treatment services within ELCT

· To promote the best practices and development of training and mentorship models in HIV/AIDS care and treatment programs

· Integrate TB and HIV services to PLHIV in care and treatment providing facilities and sites

· To perform any other duty assigned to him/her by the health Director


QUALIFICATION

· Medical Doctor (MD or its equivalent) with at least 3 year working experience in clinical setting.

· Additional training in project planning & management, community development, mass communications, HIV/AIDS and /or Public health is an added advantage

· Have attended either NACP training for care and treatment to PLHIV, IMA or TB/HIV integration or both

· Adequate knowledge on community involvement in provision of support to PLHIV

· Experience in management and reporting of the USG funded health and /or development projects

· Previous experience in supervision of health work and staff is mandatory

· Prior experience in organizing and conducting professional trainings and meetings in HIV/AIDS or other area of health services delivery

· Excellent writing skills, including experience in professional and project reports is a must

· Computer literacy (particularly excel, MS word, Power Point etc) is mandatory


WORKING CONDITIONS

· Ability to travel within rural Tanzania approximately 75% of the time

· 25% will be spent performing other duties including field report writing or other assignments from the Health Director


ELCT INVOLVEMENT IN AIDS RELEAF PROGRAM of IMA-World Health

· Be a key liaison of the ELCT to the AIDS relief program

· Regularly update ELCT on the activities on the AIDS Relief program

· Attend ELCT meetings to share and provide updated on AIDS relief program activities

· Spearhead community based interventions to support PLHIV as mentioned above
